e Encourage our Indigenous workforce to share their perspectives and insights

o Strive to create opportunities for Indigenous employment and business

o Collaborate with host communities in supporting the removal of barriers to self-determination
e Provide a culturally safe and supportive work environment for our Indigenous workforce

e Provide opportunity for our lluka workforce to undertake cultural competency training
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
